iv) in that the proposal in addition to contributing to the housing aims of the Core Strategy also vitally contributes to core aim 4 to mitigate and adapt to impacts of coastal erosion and flooding"to enable the adaptation to future changes"
xv)the proposal delivers additional economic and adaptation benefits to the proposed sites 
1 Ivy Farm Holiday Park is a substantial business contributing to the local holiday economy of Overstrand There are some 130 static pitches 24 touring pitches sites for 22 tents and six barns let for holiday use.

2. The proposal that I wish you to consider is the allocation of the holiday park for residential development and the replacement of the holiday park on land to the south of the former railway line.

3. Approximately half of the holiday park lies within the Coastal Erosion Constraint Area, and going forward this will blight the business as fewer owners will wish to invest in replacement static vans.  Adopted Core Strategy Policy EN 12 Relocation and Replacement of Development Affected by Coastal Erosion risk specifically recognises this issue in respect of important business and commercial uses considered important the well being of the coastal community.

4 OVS09 scored a higher ranking in the Sustainability Appraisal than either of the sites in the LDF SSP.

5 Whilst the replacement site CS1 to the south of the former railway line lies within the AONB it is particularly well screened from the village by two lines of landscaping. Should further landscaping be required, off site, the intervening land between the road and CS1 is owned by my client. The land in common with much land in the coastal area is not high quality. And further there has been no landscape objection from the County Council

6.There have been two changes since the Council last considered allocations at Overstrand

First the Government has now caught up with North Norfolk in issuing its consultation on Development and Coastal Change

Section 6: Relocation and replacement of development affected by

coastal change

61. To assist adaptation, the new policy promotes the principle of planned relocation and

roll-back of development and infrastructure to more sustainable locations further

inland from the changing coast (DCC3.2). The purpose of this is to facilitate the

sustainable replacement of housing, community facilities, and commercial and

business uses that are needed for the social and economic well-being of coastal

communities.

Second the Council has adopted its own development control guidance on Development and Coastal Erosion

Through the LDF allocation process the Council would be able to allocate sites for housing which with suitable legal agreement could earmarked to facilitate roll back.

This represents a real opportunity to further the implementation of policy EN12 and lead by example in the development of policy on Coastal Erosion.
