HOUSING LAND SUPPLY
1.1
Barton Willmore have now had the opportunity to consider the NNDC latest update statement on housing land supply and distribution and housing trajectory and as a result of reviewing the latest information are able to agree a number of points with the NNDC in respect of representations submitted.  We would wish this additional statement to reflect common ground between Barton Willmore, representing Sutherland Homes in respect of CO4 and SH06 housing sites, and the NNDC.

FURTHER RESPONSE TO INSPECTOR’S QUESTION QIII

2.1
On the issue of the extent of windfall development and the extent to which it should contribute to housing land supply within the first 10 years of the Plan, we acknowledge that the Council’s Housing Land Supply 2010 Paper shows that no reliance is placed on windfalls and that what is projected as part of the housing supply are small sites that have planning permission together with a reasonable allowance for other expected sources of development.  Therefore we are agreed that no windfall allowance is included in the housing supply figures or relied on by the Council.

2.2
The Council apply a 10% reduction on smaller sites with planning permission to reflect the uncertainty of sites which have planning permission actually being delivered.  We feel there is sufficient justification for this in the work done by Roger Tym and other researchers in past studies on housing supply carried out for CLG.  We would have liked to have seen some historical evidence in North Norfolk to support the 10% figure.

FURTHER RESPONSE TO INSPECTOR’S QUESTION (V)

3.1
On the issue of the appropriate distribution of development in each settlement.

3.2
In our representations on Question (v) we point out the deficit of housing provision in Cromer and Sheringham compared to the Core Strategy housing requirements for these sub-areas.
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3.3 The Council explain in paragraph 1.17 of their Statement on General Matters that while there are marginally lower allocations in Cromer and Sheringham than required in the Core Strategy, these are balanced by marginal excesses in other settlements, including Holt.  It is agreed that this is an adequate response to the position, particularly as higher densities may occur on some sites when they are developed, than are recorded in the Site Allocations capacity for the sites.  It is agreed that there should be no further reduction in the sites Allocated to Cromer and Sheringham, otherwise there would be an imbalance in the distribution of housing sites in comparison to the sub-area housing figures included in the Core Strategy.

4.0 SUSTAINABILITY APPRAISAL(SA)
4.1  There has been further discussion between Barton Wilmore and North Norfolk District Council in relation to the sustainability of sites C04 (Cromer) and SH06 (Sheringham). It is agreed that in the ‘scoring’ part of the SA process the scores for both sites should be amended to reflect:

· That the Cromer site is not known to be contaminated and is not within a contaminated land buffer. This increases the SA score by one point.

· That the Sheringham site should have the status of a mixed green/brownfield site recognising that parts of the site are curtilage  and a bus service is available locally. This increases the SA score by two points.
4.2 The Council further acknowledges that the ‘sustainability’ of all sites could be improved by compliance with the requirements of policies and the incorporation of mitigation at the planning application stage .e.g SUDS drainage schemes.
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
