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Appendix E Glossary

Annual Monitoring Report (AMR) - a report produced at the end of each year assessing progress of the
LDS and the extent to which policies in Local Development Documents are being successfully implemented.

Core Strategy — sets out the long-term spatial vision and spatial objectives for the district and strategic
policies and proposals to deliver that vision.

Development Plan Documents (DPDs) - prepared by the relevant plan-making authority. They are spatial
planning documents that are subject to independent examination. There is a right for those making
representations seeking change to be heard at an independent examination. Together with the Regional
Spatial Strategy they will form the ‘development plan’ for an area.

Local Development Document (LDD) - the collective term for DPDs, SPDs and the Statement of Community
Involvement.

Local Development Framework (LDF) - A portfolio of Local Development Documents that provide a
framework for delivering the spatial planning strategy for the area. It also contains a number of other
documents, including the Annual Monitoring Report, and any 'saved' plans that affect the area.

Local Development Scheme (LDS) - sets out the programme for the preparation of local development
documents.

Proposals Map - the proposals map illustrates all policies contained in DPDs, together with any saved
policies.

Regional Spatial Strategy (RSS) - the regional plan prepared by the East of England Regional Assembly
which sets out policies for the future of the region to 2021. The East of England plan covers the counties
of Essex, Hertfordshire, Bedfordshire, Cambridgeshire, Suffolk and Norfolk.

Site Specific Proposals (SSP) - allocations of sites for specific or mixed uses or development. Policies
will identify any specific requirements for individual proposals.

Statement of Community Involvement (SCI) - sets out the standards which the plan-making authority
intends to achieve in relation to involving the community in the preparation, alteration and continuing review
of all LDDs and in development control decisions. It is subject to independent examination. In respect of
every LDD the local planning authority is required to publish a statement showing how it complied with the
SCI.

Strategic Environmental Assessment (SEA) - an assessment of the environmental effects of policies,
plans and programmes, required by European legislation, which will be part of the public consultation on
the policies.

Supplementary Planning Documents (SPDs) - these cover a wide range of issues on which the plan
making authority wishes to provide guidance to supplement the policies and proposals in development plan
documents. They do not form part of the development plan and are not subject to independent examination.

Sustainability Appraisal (SA) - a tool for appraising policies to ensure they reflect sustainable development
objectives (i.e. social, environmental and economic factors). Required to be undertaken for all LDDs.
