Dear Mr Goodman,

I attended your initial briefing meeting at the North Norfolk District Council offices on Tuesday 9th October 2007 and from your presentation I believe I am still allowed to question the subject of soundness of the preparation of the local Core Strategy.

The initial documentation from the North Norfolk District Council stated ‘Weybourne would not be considered for inclusion as a Service Village in the Core Strategy until a Coastal Erosion Survey was carried out’. Without notification to local residents the survey was dismissed, local boundaries altered and Weybourne included in the Core Strategy for up to 30 new homes.  Our Parish Council has not publicised this information and no community involvement has occurred. Unless all local citizens are made aware of updated information, plans, proposals and changes on which to act then the process is undemocratic and unsound with regards to Weybourne’s inclusion in the Core Strategy.”
