Notice of Independent Examination of Site Specific Proposals & Single Policy Review Development Plan Documents - Pre-Hearing Meeting

This is the second letter which is being sent out to representors confirming that the Pre-Hearing Meeting (PHM) will be held at 10:00 am on Tuesday 8th June by the Inspector Mr Paul Dobsen at the Council Chamber in the District Council Offices, Holt Road, Cromer, Norfolk, NR27 9EN.  
A list of all those who have confirmed their attendance at the PHM, by responding to my letter/email dated 27th April is available on the Council’s website using the following link:  http://www.northnorfolk.org/ldf/default_2718.asp.  The agenda for the PHM is set out in Appendix 1.  

Parking is available in the Council’s car park on a first come first served basis.  There is also additional parking in the lay-by just past the entrance of the Council Offices (see map in Appendix 2).  I do recommend that you plan your journey to arrive between 9 am and 9.30 am to ensure you are signed in and seated ready for the prompt start of the meeting.  Details of public transport routes are available from the Programme Officer.  If you have any special requirements as a result of a disability, please contact the Programme Officer in advance of the PHM. The Council Chamber does have a hearing loop installed.  
On arrival at the Council’s offices you should initially report to reception where you will be directed to the Council Chamber.  Please bring all the paperwork in this envelope with you.  
The Planning Inspectorate has produced a brief guide to examining Development Plan Documents (DPPs) which has been enclosed with this letter as Appendix 3.  This document will answer many of the routine questions you may have, and as a result will enable the Inspector to concentrate on any other issues that are raised at the PHM.

The main purpose of the PHM is to allow the Inspector to explain procedural matters for the examination of the DPDs.  The Inspector has written a set of Guidance Notes (Appendix 4) which will compliment his explanation at the PHM.  At the PHM, the Inspector will not allow debate or consider the merits of any representations which have been made.  

The draft Examination programme and the Inspector’s Matters and Issues will be distributed on the day.  If a person is not attending the PHM but wishes to have a copy of either of these documents sent to them, please contact Hayley Cawthorne, the Programme Officer.

A list has been made of all the persons who have expressed on their reply slip (with the letter sent out on April 27th) that they would like to attend the hearings and take part in a round the table discussion.  This list is available on the Council’s website and can be sent on request by the Programme Officer.  The Examination programme has been designed to ensure that all parties who wish to appear at the hearings have the opportunity to do so.  However, the discussion is intended to be tightly focussed on the relevant tests of soundness and the Matters and Issues set out by the Inspector.  

Following the PHM a note of the meeting will be sent to attendees and to any other representors who have requested a copy.  In addition, a copy will be included in the Examination Library and will be posted, along with this letter and annexes, on the Authority’s Web site.

As soon as the Examination Programme has been finalised, representors attending the hearings will be sent a copy and will be asked to confirm with the Programme Officer which sessions they are attending.
