	COMMUNITY PARTNERSHIP MANAGER’S REPORT

Beatrix Ward gave the meeting further updates to her Manager’s Report.

· An induction meeting with the new Vice Chair of the LAPA – DCllr Joyce Trett from the Wells Area Partnership was due to take place on the 10th June.

· The findings of the progress of LAA2 have been uploaded on to the Norfolk Ambition website; hard copies are available on request.

· At the last NNCP Board meeting the board approved funding of £35,000 toward the Sustainable Community Strategy 2011-14.  The Board also agreed to seek further information about the DEFRA pilot scheme for parties who are about to review their Sustainable Community Strategies. The scheme is to apply ‘Valuing Ecosystem Services in the East of England’ methodology to real life situation in their area.

The Chair asked what the position was regarding the Performance Monitoring launch.  The meeting was informed that the trials on the database had now been completed, and that current information had been entered on the system and now that access issues had been resolved, the system was ready to go live.   All that remained was to issue logins and passwords to access the system to partners with updating responsibilities – mainly project leads, to upload their information.  All NNCP partners will have access to the system even if it is on a read only basis.  It is hoped eventually to have static reports upload on to the NNCP website for anyone to view.

Richard Draper asked if there was cause for concern as he had noted that the 3 thematic groups had not met recently. Beatrix Ward said there was nothing to be concerned about as she was attending meetings, coordinating the projects and feeding back relevant information to the thematic leads.
